DON’Ts (General)
(Applied for both male & female participants)

DO NOT WEAR:

1. Attire or accessories which symbolize external political body,
organization or group.

2. Attire which displays provocative or Islamically undesirable designs,
pictures, words or phrases.

3. Attire which causes vanity or ostentation.

MALE STUDENTS

DO NOT WEAR:

1. Singlets, transparent shirts or T-shirts, tight-fitting shirts or T-shirts

2. Torn jeans, very outworn, tight-fitting jeans or jeans with undesirable
designs

3. Caps during in-door (in hall) activities
4. Bangles, necklaces, earrings and the like.
5. Short

DO NOT:

1. Have long hair which touch the collar of shirts or T-shirts (please cut you
hair before the program)

2. Color your hair or having obtrusive hairstyles (please remove colored hair
before the program)

3. Bring cigarette and do not smoke

FEMALE STUDENTS

WEAR :

1.  Baju Kurung or Jubah (Jubah with pant or without pant) only

Sock for every activities (in-door or out-door)

3. Head cover (tudung) which is not transparent where your hair, ears & neck cannot be seen.
Your head cover MUST properly covers your chest

4. Long T-shirt that covers your bottom and your T-shirt MUST be LONG-SLEEVED T-Shirt
that reaches your wrist (if you wish to wear it, make sure you wear arm socks or ‘stongan” —
stokin tangan)

IMPORTANT NOTE: T-shirt is allowed to be worn for OUT-DOOR (outside hall)
activities only!!!
DO NOT WEAR:

1. Jeans

2. Transparent clothes which are that reveal the contour of the body

3. Tight-fitting pants & clothes

4. Long pants which do not cover your ankles.

5. Blouses or upper dresses

6. Clothes where the design of the attire reveals the areas of the body which are supposed to be
covered according to Islamic teachings

7. Three quarter-sleeved blouse which do not reach your wrists (if you wish to wear it, make sure
you wear arm socks or stongan — stokin tangan)

8. Sarong or skirts which have slits and
9. Sarong or skirts which do not cover your ankles.
10. Kxcessive accessories, strong odor perfumes and heavy make-up.

11. Transparent head cover (fudung) where your hair, ears, neck and chest can be seen. The head
cover MUST properly cover your chest

12. Slippers
13. Accessories and other items of clothing which are meant for men and tattoos and body

piercing (ESPECIALLY ON YOUR NOSI)
